Health Safety and Boat Handling Guidelines
Crews

1. Every crew that goes onto the water must have an accredited sweep on board

(there may be some exceptions to this rule, that must be referred through the NSW Sweep 

Co-ordinators and DBNSW Board) e.g. new regional clubs

2. The minimum crew number to take a boat is 12 paddlers (12 plus sweep) provided you can carry the boat safely in and out of the water.

3. All crew members must wear shoes. DBNSW will not take responsibility for paddlers stepping on needles, glass, rocks, etc if they are not wearing shoes.

4. Sun protection or warm protection clothing is recommended. (ie dress for the weather conditions heat or cold)

5. Tetanus injection is recommended.

6. Thorough warm up and warm down procedures are recommended.

Boat Handling

1. Boats are best carried upside down with two (2) hands. Ensure paddlers bend their knees when lifting boats to prevent injury.

2. Carry boats at waist height

3. Boats must be carried into the water. Do not drag them or scrape the bottoms.

4. When backing away from shore, make sure the sweep looks behind them first, so as to avoid a collision.

5. Come into the shore slowly with care. Do not run up onto the rocks/ramp etc . This will damage the bottom of the boats.

6. Make sure the sweep oars are stored securely and put away appropriately after use.

7. NSW Maritime approved lights (Strobe Lights) must be used in poor light conditions (30 mins before sunrise and 30 mins after sunset). The lights must be 1 metre above the water level. It is recommended that you have one at the front and one at the back of the boat. Alternatively head torch worn by the sweep is acceptable.

9 Report any damages / accidents / breakages to the Board of DBNSW straight away so that it can

be fixed.

Weather
Boats must not be taken out in strong winds, in thunder or lightening. If this weather develops whilst you are on the water, the boats must be returned to shore immediately.
Roles & Responsibilities of Clubs

1. Ensure boats are maneuvered between land and water with extreme care as per guidelines.

2. Ensure all paddlers can swim 50m fully clothed (or else they must wear a life jacket)

3. Ensure the weather is suitable to paddle in

4. The following must be taken onto the boat for every session

(a) Bailers

(b) Flotation device (in case of capsize)

(c) Tow rope (in case of capsize)

5. Ensure paddlers dress appropriately for conditions.

6. Ensure paddlers take all measures to prevent illness and or injury.

(i.e. if you are sick don’t train and spread your germs to your team mates, if you are injured don’t train and make it worse)

7. All clubs must have access to a First Aid Kit available at training sessions.

8. Clubs are responsible for making sure they carry life jackets with them for any new paddlers

9. Clubs are responsible for making sure that all new paddlers sign the waiver Indemnity form
10. Clubs are responsible for making sure they take the time with new paddlers and go through safety drill and paddling technique etc

Kempsey Macleay Dragon Boat Club complies with the Member's Protection Policy as recommended by DBNSW.

Code of Conduct

DBNSW and KMDBC requires every individual and organisation bound by this policy to:
1. Be ethical, fair and honest in all their dealings with other people;
2. Treat all persons with respect and courtesy and have proper regard for their dignity, rights and obligations;
3. Always place the safety and welfare of children above other considerations;
4. Comply with DBNSW and KMDBC constitution, rules and policies including this member protection policy;
5. Operate within the rules and spirit of the sport;
6. Comply with all relevant  Australian laws, particularly anti-discrimination and child protection laws;
7. Be responsible and accountable for their conduct.
 

This policy will continue to apply to a person even after they have stopped their association or employment with DBNSW or KMDBC if disciplinary action, relating to an allegation of child abuse against that person, has commenced.
